In Zilla Parishad High School, Mustabad, as the number of
students continues to increase, there is a need for
improvement and expansion of the institution and facilities.
In order to create better access to quality education,
Aurobindo Pharma Foundation has constructed a new facility
consisting of two blocks, i.e., school building block and
dining hall building block with computer and science labs,
with a total of 18 class rooms (built-up area of 17,600 square
feet and Ground + 1st floor buildings).

The Government Junior College for Girls in Sangareddy Town is the only girls’
college in the district of Sangareddy providing higher education in 3 different
mediums, namely, English, Telugu, & Urdu. Due to the continually growing student
strength, the infrastructure was unable to accommodate the entire student body.
To create an improved and spacious ambience, Aurobindo Pharma Foundation
has constructed a new Government Junior College building.

With a total built-up area of around 17,000 square feet, the new college building
consists of 17 classrooms, and Aurobindo Pharma Foundation has further
strengthened the college with infrastructure such as college furniture and 200
dual desks. This new college building can accommodate an additional 750
students.

Through the Skill Development Centre in Indrakran village of Sangareddy

The Aurobindo Oncology Block was established in April 2023 with 8 floors
spanning 2,32,000 square feet with a capacity of 300 beds. The new facility
has various state-of-the-art facilities such as 30 wardrooms, exclusive
paediatric & adolescent wards, 8 bone marrow transplant rooms, 2
underground bunkers for targeted radiotherapy, 2 operation theatres and
molecular & genetics lab.

Since the completion of the Aurobindo Oncology Block at MNJ Institute of
Oncology & State Cancer Institute, Hyderabad, the institute was able to
expand its services significantly. The outpatient capacity has increased to
accommodate an additional 300 outpatients every day while around 700
in-patients are being treated at any given time, including individuals
undergoing life-saving bone marrow transplantation treatment. The bone
marrow transplantation patients have also increased from 2 per month to
8 per month. Furthermore, the capacity of the day care unit has also
increased from 15 patients receiving chemotherapy per day to 40 patients
per day and reduced the waiting period for Chemotherapy from 48 hours
to less than 6 hours.

In addition to these services, around 300-400 people are screened per
month at the Aurobindo Oncology Block, while mobile screening camps
conduct diverse tests such as mammograms, pap smears, FNAC tests,
ultrasound of abdomen & pelvis to screen for various cancers for free.
Through the mobile screening camps, cancer was detected early in 1.5%
of patients.

The Aurobindo Oncology Block is functioning at full capacity with a 100
percent occupancy rate and has benefited over 1.35 lakh patients from
Telangana, Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka, Odisha, Maharashtra,
Chhattisgarh, and Bihar, so far since its establishment.

Thefood prepared in thiskitchen is distributed to the school s nearby ininsulated vessel swhich are transported in
distribution vehicles, thisensuresthefood remains at an optimum temperature when it reachesitsdestination. The
kitchenwasinitially serving 41 government schools nearby. It has since expanded to 46 government school s serving
atotal of 5,460 students every day and atotal of 15.20 |akh free breakfast mealshave been distributed so far since
the establishment of thiskitchen.

This project has not only contributed to the nourishment of young children but also aided in their education, as
regular availability of breakfast hasimproved nutrition, increased attendance among students & nullified dropouts,
increased active participation during classes and boosted their academic performance, which is a significant
achievement.

A holistic rural development project wastaken upin Pileru mandal of Annamayyadistrict by Aurobindo Pharma Foundation
and APMAS NGO. This year, 4,698 small and marginal farmers in the Farmer Producer Organisations (FPOs) of Pileru
and Kalikiri mandals were trained on sustainable agriculture practices such as usage of natural fertilisers to improve soil
health, visits to demo plots, and workshops on horticulture. The farmers were aso trained in Farm Field Schools, on
market linkages to improve their economic growth, and gained access to high-tech farm equipment such as chaff cutters,
milking machines for cattle, etc.

Through the animal husbandry program, infertility and deworming camps were conducted for 13,918 animals and cattle.

Furthermore, safe drinking water was provided in the villages of Pileru mandal through established RO Water plants and
distribution of drinking water cansto 26 government schoolsin Pileru and KV Palli mandals. For the welfare of villagers,
CCroadswerelaidin Jangampally village, KV Palli mandal to improve village connectivity and amulti-purpose community
hall was constructed in Gorantlapalli village, KV Palli mandal. This community hall has been used to conduct health
camps and blood donor camps. Altogether, these interventions have benefitted 5,228 people & students.

Another FPO project has been implemented in the Rayalaseema region of Andhra Pradesh in collaboration with APMAS
NGO. 7 FPOsin Annamayya, Anantapur, Kurnool, and Nandyal districts of the Rayal aseema region have been supported.
This will result in diversification of crops, expansion of input business, increased agri-inputs such as natural fertilisers,
equipment for processing crop yields, and scaling up of output marketing for the small and margina farmers of these
regions.

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MNJ Cancer Hospital sees rise
in bone marrow transplants

Less than a vear after the
Aurobindo Pharma Foun-
