MNJ Institute of Oncology and State Cancer
Institute first began as the MNJ Cancer Hospital &
Radium Institute which was a 40 bedded hospital
established by Nawab Mehdi Nawaj Jung and
inaugurated in 1955. The institute continued to
expand and upon bifurcation of the state, it was
upgraded to a 450 bedded facility. It is the only
State Government tertiary care cancer institute that
provides comprehensive medical services such as
surgery, radiotherapy, chemotherapy, palliative
care, etc., for all patients at free of cost from
Telangana and neighbouring states.
However, due to increase in incidences of cancer
and the growing popularity of MNJ, the hospital is
currently working at double its capacity by tending
to around 1,000 patients. In order to expand the
facility and increase the reach of MNJ, Aurobindo
Pharma Foundation has constructed a new
oncology block on 2 acres of government allotted
land with an outlay of INR 80 crores. This 2,32,000
square foot, 8 floor building has a capacity of 300
beds and consists of many facilities such as 30
wardrooms, exclusive pediatric & adolescent
wards, 8 bone marrow transplant rooms, 2
underground bunkers for targeted radiotherapy, 2
operation theatres and CT scan equipped
diagnostic room.
This new Aurobindo Oncology Block is expected
to tend to around 1.5 lakh patients every year and
save many more lives at free of cost.

Agricultural development and farmers welfare is imperative
for development of rural areas. In order to support and
empower small and marginal farmers, Aurobindo Pharma
Foundation has collaborated with NGO APMAS to form a
Farmer Producer Organisation (FPO) in the village of
Borapatla. With a total of 290 shareholder farmers, the Jai
Kisan Agriculture Producer Mutually Aided Co-operative
Society which was registered on 1st October 2018 is being
given access to high-tech farm equipment, being provided
capacity building training to improve their farming practices
and thereby their crop yields.
Taking a step further, Aurobindo Pharma Foundation has
constructed a Farmers Training Centre, Custom Hiring
Centre & Godown (with total built-up area of 4,600 square
feet) where these farmers can rent expensive high-tech
farm equipment, and can be educated on the latest and
sustainable farming practices. The farmers of the FPO are
also exposed to crop demonstration plots, all of which help
the small and marginal farmers tide over shortage of labour
and improve efficiency.



In May 2016, a Society for the protection of women
and children was established in the state of Telangana
with the name Bharosa (Bharosa in English meaning
– Assurance). The main purpose of this society is to
provide integrated assistance and support to women
and children affected by violence. Through Bharosa
centres established in multiple locations across the
state, women and children can access a wide range
of emergency and non-emergency services such as
medical, legal, psychological, and counselling
support under one roof to fight against the various
types of violence inflicted upon women and children.
Bharosa’s main mandate is to support victims of rape
and those cases registered under the POCSO Act.
So far, Bharosa Centres have been established in 6
locations in the state. This initiative was also
mentioned as a best practice that should be
replicated across the country by the Hon’ble Supreme
Court.
Aurobindo Pharma Foundation has pledged to take
up this project to promote safety for women and
children, as part of its CSR initiative under the theme
of “Gender equity and women empowerment”. The
new Bharosa Centre built on a dedicated land
provided by the Police Department, spanning ground

EDUCATION

In the 38 villages of Thondangi and U. Kothapalli
mandals of Kakinada district, Aurobindo Pharma
Foundation (APF) has taken up several developmental
activities in government schools and Anganwadi Centres
to bolster these institutions by improving the facilities
available and making quality education accessible to rural
students and children. The activities taken up were
renovating 13 government schools and 5 Anganwadi
Centres (AWCs), providing various infrastructure
(digital, sports, play, and kitchen equipment) to 41
government schools and 53 Anganwadi Centres,
providing lab equipment (Botany, Zoology, Physics, and
Chemistry) and classroom aids such as blackboards,

visual aids etc., to Government Degree College,
Laxmanudipeta village.

Furthermore, to tackle issues such as poor attendance
and academic performance, particularly among girl
students, APF has implemented the Bicycles Distribution
Project, where girl students living within a 2-5 kilometres
radius from their schools and college were identified. These
750 identified girl students from 13 government schools
and 1 government degree college were provided with
bicycles, which now allowed them to commute to their
schools easily, while also making a positive impact on their
health due to regular usage.

To cater to the health needs of the rural public in
Thondangi and U. Kothapalli mandals of Kakinada
district, APF has established Aurobindo Health Clinics
in Talapantipeta and K. Mulapeta (Resettlement &
Rehabilitation Colony) villages. Through these clinics,
19,579 people from remote areas of the two mandals
were able to access improved primary healthcare
facilities in 2022-23. Furthermore, through these clinics,
various health camps are being conducted across the
38 villages. These health camps were able to facilitate

regular check-ups, timely diagnosis, and provide guidance
on seeking further specialised treatments for 1,464 villagers
and students in 2022-23.

Apart from the Health Clinics, APF has also supported
the two Primary Health Centres (PHCs) in AV Nagaram
and Gaddiepta villages of Thondangi mandal. High-grade
medical and surgical equipment was donated to upgrade
the 2 PHCs and provide high-quality treatment for the
rural population of 50,786 people from the nearby areas.

SANITATION

Solid waste management procedures in several
villages in the gram panchayats of AV Nagaram and
Perumallapuram are severely lacking. The waste
generated in the households is being disposed on the
roadsides or in the nearby canals. Furthermore, this waste
is not being segregated into wet and dry waste and
contains large amounts of non-recyclable plastic.

These practices are creating many issues such as
generation of large makeshift dump yards on the roadsides
and canals, increase in health risks due to an increase in
mosquitoes and other disease carrying vectors, release
of hazardous gases due to burning of waste, which
includes non-recyclable plastics, and increase in
environmental, air and water pollution.

These issues are arising from a lack of awareness
and understanding of the impact of such practices on the
population as well as the environment. To tackle this
complex issue, Aurobindo Pharma Foundation has taken
a holistic approach and designed the Solid Waste
Management Project. This project has taken a phase-wise
approach:
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7 villages in AV Nagaram and
K. Perumallapuram
panchayats, Kakinada district

• The first phase includes clearing of the legacy waste
from large dump yards (hotspots) spread in various areas
across the villages

• The second phase consists of raising awareness
among the public and gram panchayaths on proper waste
disposal practices through distribution of awareness
raising pamphlets, fixing boards accross the villages.

• The third phase consists of supplying material
such as separate garbage bins for dry and wet waste to
all households, engagement of ‘Green Agents’ for
collecting waste generated in the households

• Distribution of tricycles and tractor to gram
panchayaths for collection of the waste from households
and disposal of the same in designated waste yards, where
the waste can be processed in an environmentally
conscious manner.

Through the implementation of this project, around
15,000 villagers from 7 villages are becoming more aware
and involved in the various sustainable solid waste
management practices introduced.

There is a lot of plastic waste being generated and
discarded in public areas around the city of Vizag,
besides creating an unclean atmosphere in the city, this
plastic waste is also very harmful to the environment
and the animal life. As plastic is non-biodegradable, it
does not decompose naturally, and pollutes its
surroundings overtime. Hence, it is imperative that this
waste being generated is processed accordingly to
decrease pollution and improve the overall environment
in the city.

(Village Secretariat), APF has installed solar panels and
other related infrastructure to provide solar power to these
institutions during March 2023.
